As an
extra challenge, you could
order your items from
shortest to longest.
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Later on in this half term,
we shall be learning about
plants in Science. You
might like to grow some
seeds at home and
observe them as they
grow. You could keep a
diary to show what
happens to the seeds as
they grow; your diary
could be pictures or
pictures and sentences.
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Create a piece of artwork to
show us your favourite
animal. You could use any
type of art materials that
you have at home. Look
carefully at your animal’s
special markings, do they
have any prints that you
could include in your
artwork?
